William T. Gentzler made a motion, seconded by Neal J. Doyle, authorizing the
Borough to enter into an improvements agreement with the Glatfelter Company,
for the installation and operation of a pedestrian traffic signal located at the
intersection of South Main and Church Streets. Under the agreement the
Borough will take financial and operational responsibility of the signal after one
year in operation, granted the Borough approves final sign installation.
