Borough Council approved the 2012 budget at their December 5, 2011 meeting, which calls for a .5 mill tax
increase. As an example, a home assessed at $100,000 will see an increase of $50.
Capital expenditures are very limited for 2012 and include the following; Base repair and overlay of Hoke
Street from Elm Avenue to North Walnut Street, rehabilitation of all sanitary sewer manholes on Main Street
from Second Avenue to the Codorus Creek, and purchase of a new mower for the public works department.

2012 Budget Approved
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
